Use official Broward County Fair Entry Tag for each entry.  Entry tag may not
be  photocopied and  must be filled in completely  (excluding Social Security
number) or entry will be disqualified.
Entries must conform to all applicable Premium Book rules &  the rules of the
Livestock Department.
See General Information and Premium Information pages.
Steer can be crossbreed, but must be of beef breeding.
No animal may exceed two years of age.
Animals must be owned and in the possession of the exhibitor by
Nov.1,2008.
All animals must be approved by a teacher, 4-H Agent or Leader.
The Fair  management may decline or  reject any exhibit they feel should not
be shown. A maximum of 25 entries will be accepted.
All steers must be dehorned. At check-in time any steer with horns considered
to be unsafe (i.e., 2” or longer) will be rejected by management. Dehorned
steers must be completely healed.
Tampering with any  steer entered, such as filling with a foreign substance,
etc., is prohibited.  The use of or possession of tranquilizers on show steers
will be construed as a form of tampering.
Screening: Upon arrival, steers will be evaluated by an on-foot sifting
committee & will be sifted on the following basis: Undesirable traits, such as
staginess,
extreme double-muscling, blemishes, extreme external parasitism.
Fair management will furnish feed and personnel to help care for animals in
the Livestock Department.  However, each exhibitor is still held responsible for
the health and well being of their livestock. Animals will be watered three (3)
times a day. Entrants must supply their own feed and water containers.
All animals entering the Fair must enter on time on check-in day and must
remain until checkout.
Exhibitor must be a 4-H or F.F.A. member and they are to  wear a clean
pressed and complete club uniform or other suitable neat attire.
To receive premiums all exhibitors will assist with load out and cleanup.
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Open  to all  residents of Broward, Miami-Dade, and  Palm Beach  counties unless otherwise
indicated.  See age divisions under judging rules. No employees, superintendents,
assistant superintendents or their families are eligible for cash prizes.  Other
eligibility restrictions and number of entries are found under each department.
